LAWMAKERS MAKE PLANS TO PARTICIPATE IN NATIONAL

BACK TO SCHOOL WEEK 

As summer ends and school children around the state settle in for another year of classes,

Louisiana's state legislators are making plans to go back to the classroom as well.

Louisiana lawmakers will join their counterparts around the country for America's

Legislators Back to School Week, September 15-19. Back to School Week is a bipartisan event

designed to teach young people - the nation's future voters and leaders-what it's like to be a state

legislator: the processes, the pressures, and the debate, negotiation and compromise that are the

very fabric of representative democracy.  

The program is a product of the National Conference of State Legislatures' (NCSL) civic

education initiative, the Trust for Representative Democracy.  Based on the ideas and

fundamental principles set forth by the framers of the Constitution, the Trust is designed to

engage young people and build their understanding and support for America's democratic

institutions. 

Beginning as a pilot program in 1999, the program was expanded from a day to a week in

2001 to allow legislators and educators more flexibility in scheduling classroom visits.

Last year 126 Louisiana legislators visited over 200 schools and spoke to over 30,000

students, the second-highest participation in the country.

The program is endorsed and supported by civic organizations and the education

community, including the Board of Elementary and Secondary Education (BESE), Superintendent

of Education Cecil Picard and the Public Affairs Research Council of Louisiana.

Other organizations that support the program and are working in a cooperative effort with

Louisiana state legislators on the Back to School project are the Louisiana School Boards

Association, Louisiana Association of School Superintendents, Louisiana Association of

Principals, Louisiana Association of Educators, Louisiana Federation of Teachers and the

Associated Professional Educators of Louisiana.

The House and Senate Public Information offices received the Margaret McDonald

Journalism Award, first place for community or institutional relations, presented by the Louisiana

Press Women for the 2002 Back to School Program.  And, in 2001, the House and Senate Public

Information offices received a Lantern Award of Excellence from the Southern Public Relations

Federation for Louisiana's 2001 Back to School Program.
